Treeline Biomimicry Exhibition Statement about the work:
Anna Francis and Rebecca Davies have collaborated on A Brownfield Banquet, this short documentary film made by Junction 15 is shown with and An Illustrated Guide to Lichfield Street Brownfield. The work seeks to challenge fears around Brownfield sites, which see them as empty spaces of potential threat and danger, aiming to reframe these spaces, as resilient eco-systems, which can, with little or no intervention, become sites of potential.
Artist Statements
Anna Francis is an artist whose practice aims to rethink city resources, through participatory art interventions, curatorial projects and city development. Through this she aims to investigate the impact that artists can have on their environments. Within Anna's practice she creates situations for herself, the public and other artists to explore places differently: often experimenting with leading and instruction by creating manuals, kits or leading guided tours. Recent projects have included garden developments, and currently the transformation of a disused pub into a community space and social enterprise.

Anna is a Director at AirSpace Gallery, Stoke-on-Trent's contemporary, artist led exhibiting space, where she has particular responsibility for artistic direction and programming, Anna is Associate Professor of Fine Art and Social Practice at Staffordshire University.

Rebecca Davies is an artist with a participatory practice that includes illustration, performance and event. 
She graduated RCA in 2010. In 2013 she was made an Artsadmin Associate Artist. She has run participation projects with Turner Contemporary, SLG and led the Whitechapel Gallery Community Workshops for 3 years.
Rebecca has collaborated with Eva Sajovic for 8 years. Their project, People's Bureau, a skill exchange in Elephant & Castle is an associate of Tate Exchange.

In 2017 their film Unearthing Elephant received an AHRC film award. 
Rebecca’s project, The Oasis Social Club was selected to represent Great Britain during the Mons European Capital of Culture 2015 before completing a UK tour.
Rebecca lives in Stoke On Trent where she collaborates with Anna Francis and local residents on The Portland Inn Project.
